******************************************What is Kindermusik?

Kindermusik is a developmentally appropriate music and movement program for children from birth through age 7.  More than just a music-training program, it is concerned with nurturing the development of the whole child, especially the development of the brain.  

What is the philosophy of Kindermusik? 
Kindermusik is based on seven philosophical principles.  It is …

1. Child-centered.

2. Developmentally appropriate.

3. Concerned with the whole child.

4. Process-, not performance-oriented.

5. Fun for the child and for families.

6. Inclusive of parents.

7. It uses high quality materials, both in class and at home.

How does Kindermusik fit into the mission of Grace Place?

Kindermusik teaches families about child development and provides them with positive, wholesome ways to interact with their children.  It is open to all families in the Winona area.  Families who Grace Place ministers to directly may take classes for free or at a reduced cost.

When is the next session of classes?


Kindermusik Adventures Camps will be offered again this summer.  These classes are shorter in duration and a good opportunity for families to get a taste of Kindermusik.
